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Cardinal Points, The 10th volume in the series Notes on Representation, 
charts Kopelman’s investigations through drawing, writing, and taking 
photographs on several trips in Argentina where she joined the research 
campaigns of different groups of scientists: to Pampa de Achala, Cordoba, 
working with biologists on invasive terrestrial species and studies of litter; 

to El Litoral, to the provinces of Entre Rios and Corrientes, with  
a team of ecologists studying floral ecology; to a lab in Puerto Madryn  
in the Patagonian region, with a team that works with invasions of 
marine organisms; and to the Ischigualasto Provincial Park and Jachal in 
the province of San Juan, with a team of geologists and palaeontologists.
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
